All documents must be formatted using 1.5-line spacing, with 3 cm margins on all four sides, on A4-sized paper (210 × 297 mm) with a white background. The font should be Arial or Times New Roman, size 12, except in duly justified cases, such as: section headings and footnote references 
Page numbering must follow a sequential order, using Arabic numerals for the main body of the document, starting from the first page, roman numerals for preliminary sections and annexes. Page numbers should be centred at the bottom of the page, immediately above the lower margin.
The title page must include all the information presented on the cover page, with the addition of the name(s) of the supervisor(s), a formal statement indicating the academic degree for which the document is submitted, the specific type of work (e.g., Thesis, Dissertation, or Internship Report).
